Intermediate Hebrew Levels 8-9 (two semesters each) 

 Prerequisite: equivalent of Intermediate Hebrew Level 7; ability to read short Hebrew 
stories and engage in basic Hebrew conversations 

 Course uses text books, dictionaries, handouts, internet links and teacher directed 
conversation to engage students in a Hebrew and Jewish Life learning experience.  
Emphasis on exploring Hebrew, not only as a language, but as a basis for ethics and 
Jewish tradition. 

 Text:  To be determined, based upon student skills 
 Class is conducted in Hebrew and homework assignments are given in Hebrew.  Other 

than text books, most handouts do not use nikkud (Hebrew vowels).
